This is an example of how one can cut the contents of the automatically generated Glossary WorkSheet of TLT and paste the contents into another application, like MS Word.   TIP:  It’s handy to do this when you think you are done so that you can spell-check the entire WorkBook and easily make the necessary changes by using the Document Explorer to double-click & edit the necessary entities.
